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 �od places people in our path every 
day. They come in all ages, sizes, 

shapes and personalities. They are 
there for us to bless and to bless us. But 
too often we don’t even see them. When 
we see them we often cannot see what 
God is trying to teach us. Remember, 
one of the purposes of the Christian life 
is to serve God by serving others. 

Just such a person crossed my path 
while our family was serving as mission-
aries in Taiwan. We had completed two 
years of language study, and while we 
continued to study the difficult Chinese 
language, I was given the opportunity to 
begin a new congregation. The pastor of 
the downtown Chinese Baptist Church 
helped me survey a poor area of the city 
and rent a small building in which to be-
gin the work. We needed someone to 
live in the building to keep out thieves. 
The older pastor suggested a young 
man who was a member of his church. 
Thomas Sywen had come over to Tai-
wan with the Nationalist army as a teen-
ager when the mainland fell to Commu-
nism. He was the only member of his 
family in Taiwan. He had become a 
Christian and wanted to make some-
thing of his life. We agreed to pay him a 
small amount to live on the property and 
serve as custodian. We built a small 
bamboo shed on the property and fur-
nished it with a bamboo bed, desk and 
chair. A single light bulb hung from the 
ceiling over the desk. His purpose was 
to live there and study for the entrance 
exam to the university. Only the top ten 
percent taking the exam were allowed to 
enter. 

Thomas was a humble young man and 
physically small. Unimpressive, he 
would not stand out in a crowd. But he 
worked hard, both at his studies and for 
the new congregation. He was willing to 
do anything. He kept the building clean, 

taught Sunday School, accompanied me 
on visitation, wrote out the hymns and 
choruses on large sheets of paper to 
teach to the people, led the singing and 
generally did everything without even 
being asked. 

He passed his exam to the university 
and continued living at the small church 
while working on his degree. One day he 
announced to me that he would be 
graduating and that he believed God 
was calling him to preach. We rejoiced 
with him and sent him with a strong let-
ter of recommendation to the seminary 
200 miles away. At the seminary he met 
and married a fine Christian girl and 
completed both the Master of Divinity 
and the Master of Theology degrees.   

We returned to the states about the time 
Thomas began serving as pastor of a 
Chinese church. Eighteen years later 
while serving at the Foreign Mission 
Board I received a Christmas card from 
Thomas. In his Chinese English he 
wrote, “There is an honorable thing that I 
wish for you to know. I was elected this 
fall as President of the Taiwan Baptist 
Convention.” A few months later a cou-
ple of our friends from Second Baptist 
Church in Richmond, Virginia went on a 
volunteer mission trip to Taiwan. When 
they returned they told us that they 
served with a wonderful, wise and hum-
ble Chinese pastor during their weeks in 
Taiwan. It was not until the closing ban-
quet that they learned that he was Presi-
dent of the Convention and our good 
friend, Thomas Sywen. 

What a privilege to walk beside Thomas 
during a formative period of his life. If I 
had known then what I know now, I 
would have tried to be a better mentor. 
Remember, we serve God by serving 
others.

) �aving completed 40 Days of 
Purpose, I am thankful for the 

opportunity to continue serving 
among you. It is exciting to be in the 
midst of a church alive with God’s 
work! 

As temporary Minister of Discipleship 
and Outreach, the personnel commit-
tee has provided a rather broad job 
description, but with a few things to 
focus on. Here are some of the things 
I intend to help the church consider. 

Outreach: How can we make our 
church more visible and inviting? 
Through 40 Days we raised funds to 
place ads at the Chase Park Plaza 
movie cinema and on Metro busses. 
Are there other advertisements we 
should pursue? The bright banners 
we hung at the corners of the building 
drew some attention. What should the 
next banners say? The Outreach 
Team has access to names and ad-
dresses of new neighbors and devel-
oped a nice promotional piece. What 

kinds of events can we host that 
would appeal to our  neighbors? Con-
certs, films, lectures, Vacation Bible 
School? How do we build an attitude 
of welcome and grow into regularly 
inviting people to join us? 

Small Groups: What did we learn 
from our experience this spring? Are 
we developing true fellowship, build-
ing relationships, creating connec-
tions that enable people to live out 
God’s purposes for them? How are 
other urban churches involved in 
small group ministries? Are there lit-
erature and structures available that 
would be appropriate for Third Baptist 
Church? 

College Students: How can we 
reach out to our collegiate neighbors? 
Tens of thousands of students just a 
few blocks or MetroLink stops away. 
How can we advertise on several 
campuses? What are students look-
ing for that we might be able to pro-
vide? 

I continue to pray that Third Baptist 
Church—as individual members and 
as the body of Christ at Grand & 
Washington—will seek God’s pur-
poses and choose to live them. 

* �s we enter the summer we note 
that the usual bustle of Third’s 

Wednesday night ministries has 
slowed in pace. The tutoring program 
is in recess and the children and 
youth of Third who normally bring en-
ergy and enthusiasm to the church 
halls are occupied with off-site events, 
projects and camps. 

However, the Wednesday night adult 
Bible study and prayer meeting con-
tinues without diminished commit-
ment. We continue to explore together 
Paul’s letter to the churches in Asia 
Minor known as the Letter to the 
Ephesians—-also called the “Queen 
of All the Epistles.” 

We meet in Fellowship Hall for a  
fellowship meal between 5:00 and 
5:50pm. Bible study and prayer meet-
ing begins between 5:50 and 6:00pm 
in Fellowship Hall. 

Minister Limbaugh and Glenn Slates 
or Joe Gore lead the congregants in  
a fun run of Happy Birthday to those 

celebrating their special day and we 
sing a selection or two from the body 
of great Baptist and Protestant 
hymns. We then read in response a 
passage or combination of verses 
from the Bible before focusing our 
minds upon a devotional theme or 
meditation through personal testi-
mony. 

After this time of song and testimony, 
we join our hearts in prayer. We pray 
for members and friends of Third who 
are in the hospital. We pray for the ill 
and recovering at home. We pray for 
needs in our community and we pray 
for our elected leaders and for our 
brothers and sisters in Christ who are 
serving at home and abroad. 

After prayer, we devote ourselves to 
the study of scripture. 

This is a wonderful and sacred time  
in the life of the Baptist church. I pray 
that you will make this meeting a  
priority in your life. And for those who 
sing, the Chancel Choir meets in the 

choir room for rehearsal immediately 
following the Wednesday night ser-
vice.  See you Sunday!

3, 2005, but if you have not, here’s a 
gentle reminder:

� �wo medications commonly used 
to treat high blood pressure and 

heart disease may also improve bone 
health. A study appearing in the Sept. 
15, 2004, issue of the Journal of the 
American Medical Association found 
that long-term use of beta blockers 
and thiazide diuretics significantly 
lowered the risk of bone frac-
tures. The study looked at more than 
150,000 heart patients in the United 
Kingdom.  They were men and 
women between 30 and 79 years of 

age. Among those taking a beta 
blocker for six months or longer, 
there was a 23 percent reduction in 
fracture risk, compared with those not 
taking a beta blocker. Among those 
taking both a beta blocker and a thi-
azide diuretic, fracture risk dropped 
29 percent. Mayo Clinic physicians 
say additional study is needed to 
clarify the role of beta blockers and 
thiazide diuretics for the prevention 
and treatment of osteoporosis. They 
note that these drugs shouldn©t be 

prescribed for that purpose alone, 
but, if you are to take blood pressure 
medication, the status of your bone 
health may be one consideration to 
discuss with your doctor.  Both drugs 
are widely used to manage cardio-
vascular health and are available in 
generic form.

� �his year’s Vacation Bible School 
reinforces the biblical truth that 

we are all dwellings in which God 
lives by His Spirit—a spiritual “House 
of Faith.” 

Just like a physical home, a spiritual 
House of Faith must be built with 
special attention given to different 
parts. Our VBS experiences will take 
the children through the process of 
building a physical home as a way of 
illustrating the building and maintain-
ing of a spiritual dwelling for God. 
The process begins with the founda-
tion (being set apart to God), the 
walls (strength and support from Bi-

ble study), the roof (covering and 
protection of prayer), furnishings (the 
importance of Godly friends), and 
regular upkeep (obedience and faith-
ful living). Events from the life of 
Daniel and his friends are used as 
examples of how they put these prin-
ciples into practice in their own lives. 

Our setting will reinforce the con-
struction theme. This year, we’re tak-
ing VBS “on the road”—actually just a 
couple of blocks!—to the new Blue-
meyer/Hope VI apartments on Del-
mar. Much of that development has 
been completed, but construction 
continues at the site, offering great 

illustrations for our theme. Through 
VBS, we hope to reach out to new 
families and children and begin to 
build (there’s that word again!) new 
relationships in Christ.    

Volunteers will gather at the church 
at 5:15 p.m. for dinner and prayer, 
with VBS from 6:30-8 p.m. Will you 
pray for this effort? Will you pray 
about whether you can play a role?  

We are claiming God’s promise in 
Ephesians 2:22: “And in Him you too 
are being built together to become a 
dwelling in which God lives by His 
Spirit.”   

� �ur call to the one who will serve

Your search committee has a sense 
of excitement. Our new pastor will 
have education and experience, a 
passion for urban ministry, dedication 
to diverse and meaningful worship, 
and a strong sense of service that 
this position requires. As our congre-
gation is filled with excited anticipa-
tion of the growth of Third Baptist 
Church in its service to God, all of us 
will join in calling a Senior Pastor with 
the energy and talent to lead us in 
that growth. 

And our recommendation to you of 
the one who will serve us is closer at 
hand. Please continue your prayers.
